Notice To Customers  for Libre tea glasses  – April 16, 2010
New Process to Ensure Libre glass’ poly tea glasses are BPA Free

Energetic Marketing, distributor of Libre tea glasses, recommends that the lid of the Libre be soaked for 10 minutes in boiling water prior to first use.  This soaking prior to first use will ensure the Libre is BPA free upon first use.
New lids are being created for the Libre tea glass as a small trace amount of BPA was reported when the Libre tea glasses were tested by Alberta Innovation (formerly Alberta Research Council – the oldest and largest provincial research organization in Canada).  This trace amount was found only on the first use of the Libre tea glass using the inverted steep method. Subsequent steeping in the same Libre tea glass found NO BPA.
 

To understand the trace amount of BPA found - If a 150 pound person were to drink 10 litres of first steeped tea, (i.e. each from a brand new Libre tea glass) this would still be 2800 times less than the daily tolerable intake of BPA as set by Health Canada. 

Small traces of BPA were found for the FIRST inverted tea steeping method of 7 minutes – the amount found is 6, one-hundredths of a part per billion (.06 parts per billion).  NO traces of BPA were found on the SECOND inverted steep of 7 minutes. NO traces of BPA were found for the upright method of steeping tea. After first inverted use of the Libre glass’n poly tea glass NO BPA was found.
 “Although this testing found only a minute trace amount of BPA it is important that we advise our customers”, wendy weir, creator and founder of Libre tea glasses.

A new lid mold is currently being manufactured and will be BPA free  - this new lid will be available for replacement as soon as it is available in early June.
